Message from the President 
      

       Well it has been a summer of little rain and, 
without the help of mother nature, some replanting, 
replacement and seeding is in order for this fall.  Carol 
Shaw will have more about this in her article in this 
newsletter.  All in all, the grounds still look great in 
regards to landscaping.  The new security company is 
diligently monitoring the property to ensure the 
outward appearance of all units are kept up in 
accordance with our rules and regulations.  Improve-
ments can be seen as all units from an outward 
appearance appear neat and orderly.  Items they have 
addressed include items stored on porches and 
balconies, trash left beside front doors, bikes not stored 
on bike racks.  One problem that has come to light is 
with renters who rent via the internet.  They have no 
concept of the use of the wrist bands nor are they 
aware of our rules and regulations.  If you rent in this 
manner, it is your responsibility to ensure they have 
proper identification (wrist bands) in order to use the 
facilities. It is securityôs job to remove people from the 
pools if they have no wrist bands. 

       This year many types of problems have arisen 
from renters.  They include, but arenôt limited to, 
placing trash outside front doors, unscrewing light 
bulbs in hallways, loud music, domestic violence, 
driving mopeds on the golf course, dog waste, etc.  A 
few units have had to undergo complete internal 
renovation due to tenant damage.  With all this in mind 
it is imperative that good background checks are done 
on prospective tenants.  It is suggested that home-
owners who rent make sure your rental agent monitors 
your property more frequently.  There is no way that 
two of these units would have sustained the amount of 
damage they incurred if the rental company was doing 
its job.  Please read the inserted article from Bob 
Klouman of ICAREôwhich includes suggestions on 
how potential tenants may be screened.

Financial Report  

   

       The fiscal year for the Association ended on June 30, 2011.  

Our income statement reflected a negative net income of 

$2,446.80.  Total revenue was a positive $6,134.26 and there 

was also a negative variance in expenses of approximately 

$8,581.06.  These numbers are based on a total operating budget 

of $1,392,420; so, all in all, we had a very successful year. 

       We were once again able to fund the reserve account with 

the $150,000 that was specified in our budget for 2010-2011.  In 

addition, we spent approximately $212,000 in capital 

improvements ï roofs, gutters, asphalt, and carpets.  As of June 

30, there was $704,680 in our capital reserve bank accounts.   

With an additional $275,320 due from repayment of our 

insurance premium from homeowners, we have a balance on 

paper of approximately $980,000. 

       Once again, our financials will be audited by Phillips, 

Hursey and Farrell, CPAôs LLC who will provide us with their 

report at the annual meeting on September 24, 2011.  I fully 

anticipate that they will find our Association to be very strong 

financially.

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Email to the Board from a Concerned Homeowner 
       We have decided to share with you what we tried to tell 

our condo association members over 10+ years ago.  When we 

purchased our condo, we had dreams of retiring to Pawleyôs 

Island and saw True Blue as a perfect place to begin full-time, 

retirement living.  Although we were many years away from 

retiring, we knew we would enjoy our condo and be able to use 

it on a regular basis. 

       Like many others who purchased condos, we decided to 

rent our unit.  At the time we thought this would be a good 

idea.  In participating in the rental process, we did so by creat-

ing our own web-site.  A local rental agent acted as an "on site 

agent" for all our renters.  What we didn't know was that this 

rental agents would be operating dishonestly and renting out 

our condo with far more frequency then we were aware of and 

not disclosing this fact to us.  Knowing that our condo was not 

rented, we took a ride to True Blue.  One hour after our arrival, 

we were shocked to get a visit from the local rental agent who 

showed up to pre-check the unit for renters coming in later that 

day.  We also discovered that they had rented it to many others 

because on a number of occasions "renters" had signed our 

guest book and these renters never appeared on our monthly 

statement.  We also spoke with the cleaning ladies and they 

confirmed that our condo was "rented out a lot."   We immedi-

ately ended our relationship with this rental agent. 

       We had other problems with this rental agent.  They rented 

the unit above us to a family who had on average 10 people 

living there, both adults and children.  We counted over 19 

people on many occasions.  The children were unsupervised 

most of the time and they created a noise level that was unbear-

able.  We tried to contact the owner and inform him of what 

was going on in his unit, but his mail went undelivered and 

when we called him, he wasn't at all nice and hung up the 

phone. We tolerated this family for almost 2 years and in the 

process lost many of our wonderful renters. 

       We stopped renting our condo because we didn't want to 

subject our renters to many of the problems that were escalat-

ing at True Blue. 

       It is obvious to us that almost all of the problems we have 

encountered at True Blue can be traced to the rental agent we 

had.  They have a history of renting to underage clients, not 

doing background checks, and not enforcing occupancy limits. 

        We implore the Board of Directors and the True Blue 

Condo Association Homeowners to make some serious deci-

sions in regard to the rental agents and their practices.  Our 

opinion is that the rental agent that we selected was not inter-

ested in protecting the future interests of owners at True 

Blue and did not have our best interest in helping to establish 

and maintain True Blue as one of the best and safest communi-

ties to live in at Pawleyôs Island. 

       In closing, we want to thank the Board of Directors for all 

their efforts in trying to establish and maintain a safe and se-

cure community at True Blue. 

      Rules and Regulations 
 

       At the June 2011 Board of 

Directors Meeting the following 

changes to  the Rules and Regula-

tions were approved: 

       Weôve had instances where 

there was an excessive number of 

occupants in some villas.  There-

fore Section 5 was added to incor-

porate the occupant load from the 

South Carolina Building Code. Based on the square 

footage calculation in the Building Code, the maxi-

mum number of occupants for a two bedroom unit 

is 4 and the maximum for a 3 bedroom unit is 6.  A 

fine was established in Section 20 of the R&R for 

violation of the Building Code. 

       Homeowners who rent should ensure that the 

rental agencies comply with the Code requirements.  

If homeowners rent their villas themselves, they 

should ensure compliance by their tenants. 

       The numbering of successive Sections was 

changed as a result of this addition. 

       Section 9, Motor Vehicles, was modified to 

expand the definition of RV's to include motor 

homes, campers, trailers, etc. 

       Section 14 was modified to include a fine for 

refuse left in hallways, stairways, etc. 

       If a fine is to be levied for violating any Rule 

or Regulation, this is noted in each Section as well 

as in Section 20.
